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Igor Prassel (Koper – Capodistria, 1971) is a graduate journalist and a postgraduate student in Media Studies at the Ljubljana Faculty for Graduate Social Sciences Studies. From 2000 to 2005, he was the chief editor of the only Slovene comics’ magazine, Stripburger. Now he is a freelance journalist, and a founding member of the Slovene ASIFA Association, that unites all those professionally and creatively engaged in the animated films. He was a board member for many different film and contemporary arts festivals in Slovenia and abroad, and from 2008, he is collaborating with the Animafest World Festival of Animated Films in Zagreb as programme adviser. He is a long-time collaborator of the Slovene Cinematheque where he has since 1998 been running monthly serial programme Animateka and presenting authorized animated films. In 2004, he founded the International Animation Film Festival Animateka (www.animateka.si), where he is the artistic director. He is currently working on a Filmography of Slovenian animated film, and the Slovenian translation of Joe Sacca’s comics’ album Safe Area Goražde.
